We want to see a viable and sustainable future for Scotland’s countryside through improving young people’s awareness and knowledge of our rural areas and encouraging an understanding of the value of the countryside to lifelong health and quality of life. Our activities underline the necessity of promoting the countryside as a place offering leisure, healthy living, affordable and nutritious foods and employment opportunities, especially to young people, but also look to raise motivation and confidence, improve self esteem and give young people social, individual, entrepreneurial and community skills. 

In 2011 we aim to offer two types of activity to schools:
Estate visits
School visits from countryside experts

These are free sessions, and are available for all ages of schoolchildren and their teachers.
ESTATE VISITS

We have successfully organised over 30 of these days since 2003 throughout Scotland, and have enabled over 1,500 children to learn about countryside activities, many of whom will never have had these opportunities before. 

The days are absolutely free of charge and provides an ideal opportunity for young people to learn about what makes a living and working countryside. There could be animals to see and learn about, talks and visual demonstrations on all aspects of countryside management including gamekeeping, farming, fishing, moorland birds and management. Pupils will be in small groups of 10 – 12 which will enable them to ask plenty of questions.

The days support delivery of Geography and Citizenship lessons as well as linking to a wide range of other subjects. 
We have estates all over Scotland who are willing to host these visits – and we will tailor make a day for you and your school group. Our co-ordinators are all disclosure checked, and we will put in place all risk assessments and liaise with you directly on health and safety issues.
